A NOTE FROM CAROLYN---When I heard that Sandy wanted a SELF PORTRAIT I kneǿ LΩd struggle with 

this.  I hate to have photos taken of myself let alone make a SELF PORTRAIT.  I just finished mine. It is 

comical but I know even without reading my name she will know it is mine and make her laugh. 

Hesitant to make a block think about using favorite fabrics and make a favorite block then use a fabric 

pen and write her a note SHE WILL LOVE READING THE NOTES.  

A fun tip that I know I can use.. Caring for your Olfa Rotary Mat 

In order to clean and condition your green Olfa rotary mat, you can actually give it a bath. Put your mat in 

thebathtub and use 1/4 cup white vinegar to a gallon of tepid (not hot) water, and a couple of drops 

(squirt!squirt!) of a mild dishwashing soap. Using a mild bristle brush, create a lather and gently clean and 

conditionyour mat. Rinse the mat and let air dry or dry with a towel. The mats love moisture. It helps keep 

them supple. Be sure to store them flat and out of direct sunlight. www.olfadeals.com
