The pre-printed design, a picture of Pluto, ca me stretched in a yellow plastic frame which served as
the embroidery hoop as | worked on it, and then as the actual frame for the piece once it was
finished. | felt very proud of that I|ittle piece
was the start of a love of stitching that will last my whole life.

After that, Mom and my two grandmothers taught me hand sewing. | stayed pretty busy
making doll clothes, aprons, and other simple things. | remember stitching a whole bunch ofyo -y 0 6 s ,
which were intended to be strung together to form the body, arms and legs of a floppy clown doll.
The doll never got completed, but | did learn to do a nice job of gathering!

Around the time | was twelve | started sewing actual wearable clothes. | was very for tunate
in that Mom and both grandmothers sewed cl ot hes
AMom, 0 was so talented that she could see a pict
figure out how to make that dress. My mom tells me that she had a new dress for every dance or
party when she was in high school and college! | never got that good at it myself, but | learned how
to sew from patterns and made countless dresses and other outfits for myself and others from then
on.
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One of my favorite things to sew, other than quilts, is costumes. | really enjoy making one -of-
a-kind costumes for myself, family and friends. Many of you have heard that our new Past -
President, Carolyn Erratt, and | actually met about 21 years ago while volunteeringto  sew
costumes for the childrends theatre group in whi
estimate the number of costumes she and | sewed over the years, but | can tell you that our working
together in that effort is what brought us together as f riends, and what eventually prompted us to
become interested in quilting.

Carolyn and | had not been to a quilt show before, but in 2009 we heard about Road to
California and decided it might be fun to attend. | am so grateful that we did! It was there we  met
some OCQG members who were selling opportunity quilt tickets, and when we stopped to chat, we
found out that the guild met at the right time and place for us. The rest is history, as they say. We
showed up at the March meeting, and Juanita Schwartz to ok us under her wing, explaining all
about the different committees and projects, and we were sold!
